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SUPER CHARGE YOUR RETIREMENT

In January, I shared with you that my biggest mistake was not setting up a tax advantaged Retirement Plan when I was young.  Last month I introduced some of the rules for IRAs and 401(k)s that allow them to be tax advantaged under the Internal Revenue Code.  This month, I will discuss some of the investment options that are allowed under these Retirement Plans.

Unfortunately, the vast majority of the public, including many people who make their living in the real estate industry, are not aware that it is possible to invest retirement funds in real estate and mortgages secured by real estate. The reason this fact is not well known is that there are few large companies sponsoring real estate related investments for Retirement Plans. As a result, the investments that everyone hears about are those advertised by the large stock brokerage companies and banks.

Another fact about retirement investing that is not well known is the fact, that unless you work for a large corporation, government agency or are in a union job, you can have a self directed Retirement Plan. Even if you work for one of these entities, you can still have a self directed IRA. For many years professionals have used self directed Profit Sharing Plans and Keogh plans to invest for their retirement. However, you can also have self directed IRA’s and 401 (k)’s. You can decide on the appropriate real estate investments rather than turning your money over to a stock broker or bank employee to invest your hard earned money. 

How to Set Up a Self Directed Retirement Plan to Invest in Real Estate: All Retirement Plans require that the retirement funds be held in the name of a Custodian or Trustee, even though the Beneficiary (you) directs how the investments are made. Obviously most banks and stock brokerage companies are not going to let you invest in investments from which they don’t profit. One exception locally is, Wells Fargo Bank Trust Department that allows self directed Retirement Plans (subject to $100,000 minimum in assets) to invest in private mortgages. However, there are a number of nationally established trust companies that allow for self directed Retirement Plans and which allow you to invest in anything allowed by the Internal Revenue Code. This means that you can invest in real estate and real estate related investments, including investments as tenants in common, in LLCs and various other types of entities.
